As part of the National Mathematics Awareness Month (MAM) 2009, the School of Mathematical and Statistical 
Sciences (SoMSS) at Arizona State University is organizing several events to which we would like to invite you and 
your students.

The lecture is open to the public. However, as we have only limited capacity with regard to the high school student 
activities, we ask that students please register by Sunday April 12 using the form that is available at 
http://math.asu.edu/mam.html. 
 
The high school program will focus on the undergraduate curriculum in mathematics, undergraduate research 
opportunities in mathematics, and information about admission to college, financial support, scholarships, and jobs 
for mathematics majors. Visitors will meet current undergraduate mathematics students, several of whom have just 
returned from presenting the results of their undergraduate research  
at a professional conference in Florida.  
All participating students and company are welcome to join the reception and invited to stay for the lecture. A 
detailed program, parking information, and maps will be e-mailed to registered participants and posted at the 
website. 
 
Unfortunately, due to budget constraints, ASU is unable to provide student transportation. While every school is 
different, we understand the complexity of organizing field trips sponsored by the school. We recommend that 
groups of students, parents/guardians and/or teachers consider this an invitation for a private visit. The location of 
our program is close to several new light-rail stations; ample visitor parking is available nearby as well.  
 
We are also planning to visit mathematics classes and/or math clubs at a few high schools to initiate contact and 
extend personal invitations to students and teachers for these events. If you are interested in arranging such a visit, or
